HOME LEARNING AIMS

· To foster and develop an effective partnership between home and school.
· To enable parents to have an understanding of learning done in school and to share the responsibility

· To provide an opportunity for parents to support and help their children with their learning

· To provide a good means of communication and liaison with parents (home learning diary)

· To enable children to gain more confidence in undertaking learning
· To consolidate, reinforce and extend learning.
· To ensure regular practise (as in reading)

· To promote fun of learning at home 

· To share with parents the flexibility of approaches to learning
